3. Workshop Description and Goals
INSPIRE provides a framework for the development of harmonised data specification and loosely coupled network service that will form the Shared Environmental Information System (SEIS). Based on our experience within the JRC CAFE Directive pilot project we shall provide a practical demonstration illustrating how to:
· Build upon the INSPIRE data specifications to develop an air quality data specification to meet data exchange and reporting requirements of the CAFE Directive (2008/50/EC)
· Establish download services for the near real-time exchange environmental information to protect human and vegetation health 
· Establish download services to streamline annual reporting (2004/461/EC) to assess and monitor the state of the environment.
This demonstration will show how:
· On-the-fly schema translation can be configured to automatically generate the information required for reporting as defined in 2004/461/EC questionnaire
· Deploy these translations within an ISO 19142 Web Feature Service (WFS 2.0)
· Perform queries to retrieve information based on user-defined criteria 
· Set up KML services to provide public access to near-time air quality observations to protect human health
The workshop will focus on the practical experience gained and will explore the issues encountered and solutions applied.
